I represent a small "charity" (less than $30 000/annum) in rural Queensland. The

focus of our organisation is Community Development. I have a number of issues

to bring to the attention of the Inquiry into the Definition of Charities and Related

Organisations.
1. The current definition of PBI's is narrow. It;

•
excludes many charities from receiving funds from philanthropic sources who require a tax incentive

•
gives greater value to reactive solutions to problems than preventative strategies ‑ this defies logic.

2. (14) Instituting a process where organisations can be partially or wholly charitable etc. would have the effect of creating even more administrative, legal hassle ‑ the victims of which are the small organisations with limited resourcing.
3. How is it really possible to distinguish between "for community benefif 'and "established for community service purposes which are altruistic" THE DEFINITION OF CHARITIES SHOULD BROADLY INCLUDE NOT EXCLUDE ORGANISATIONS.
