THE ORDER OF AUSTRAUA ASSOCUTION
Membership of the Association (currently around 7000) is confined to persons who have been appointed as a member or honorary member in the Order of Australia.

The Objects of the Association as set forth in its Memorandum of Association are:

P‑Noting the foregoing it is considered that the Association is a Community Service Not‑for‑Profit Organisation whose environment and broad objectives are unlikely to change substantially over the years.
