Executive Summary.

Italian Aged Care is a non profit organization with a religious component supplied by a group of Nuns from the Cabn'm* Order. Located in Perth, Western Australia. The catchment for these Residents is from the Metropolitan, Rural and remote areas.

The Facility is made up of a 40 bed Nursing Home (high care) 41 bed Hostel (low care) and I I independent living Villas. The Facility caters primarily for the needs of the Italian Speaking population, but there is also an integration of other Ethnic and Australian persons.

Built in 1972 through fund‑raising and financial support by both Italian and Australian Governments, this Aged Care Facility continues to advance through a Board of Management, a Fundraising Committee and Government subsidies.

The original purpose of this charitable institution was to provide residential care for Italian speaking migrants who had become aged and experiencing difficulty in finding accommodation to meet their needs, ie: financially and culturally.

For many years Residents did not pay an ingoing contribution to the Hostel and this was introduced to assist the establishment in becoming financially viable. It is considered by Italian Aged Care that a Resident is not discriminated in entering the Hostel if they are not financial. Our current ingoing contribution is $40,000 for financial Residents.

Culturally the Facility caters for the needs of our Residents by employing, if we can, Italian speaking Staff, providing Italian style cooking, catering for religious needs, having a calendar of events pertinent to Italians, such as tombola, (bingo), celebrating religious feast days (we have a. Catholic Chapel on site)

Italian Aged Care has a high demand for beds in both the Nursing Home and Hostel. It is important that Italian Aged Care remain a charitable Facility and can benefit from tax exemption (including GST), as financially small organizations depend on donations and the exemption to assist with the everyday running costs we have to meet, as well as other costs, such as Accreditation, Workers Compensation Premiums escalating.
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
