The Australian Monarchist League is a ‘not for profit’ organisation with a membership base.

Our activities are not exclusive to our membership but encompass a myriad of dealings with the community in general.

We are essentially an educational and lobbying group with the aim of retaining The Crown in the Australian Constitution.  

However we receive no taxation or other Governmental concessions as,  in spite of our educational programmes, we are not perceived to be a charitable organisation for taxation purposes and even though we lobby the Government and politicians extensively,  we receive none of the benefits extended to a political party.

There is clearly a need for recognition for organisations,  such as ours, which do not fall within the strict guidelines of a charity if their valuable work is to continue.

We therefore recommend that the Government institute a set of regulations, including accountability,  for non profit associations which,  if followed, will enable a measure of tax relief to be applied to contributions and donations.
