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Bramblewood Retirement Village, consisting of 60 units, opened in 1987.

The Bramblewood Village Social Club was formed in 1988, with the object of providing amenities and recreational activities not otherwise provided by the operators.

All residents became members of the club, and by donations and other contributions financially support its activities.

Currently, monetary contributions average less than $1000 annually.

A tax return is submitted each year.

While we are not a charitable organisation, we are a non profit body. All monies being disbursed for the benefit of the member residents.

It would be preferable if non profit organisations such as ours could be exempt from tax and aged and voluntary workers absolved from the responsibility of complying with the prevailing tax regulations.
